The Hlanganani Learning Partnership 2008: Constitution

1. The association’s name is THE HLANGANANI LEARNING PARTNERSHIP  

2. Aim: to run an educational partnership within which young people in Slough and Cape Town develop mutual awareness and understanding of their social, political and cultural contexts

3. Objects

The Partnership’s objects are:

1. to enable communication between learners and educators in Slough and Cape Town, with a view to increasing mutual understanding of educational and social issues in their own and each other’s countries

2. to promote global citizenship by addressing the issues that will help young people to develop the skills, knowledge and understanding necessary to discovering how the world works, how individuals fit into  that and how change can be effected in areas that matter to them

3. to foster cultural partnerships by creating opportunities for young people, educators and creative practitioners to collaborate directly in activities that deepen cultural appreciation through creative practice in schools, higher education and community organisations

4. to deepen understanding of the importance of language and to value the diversity of languages across the partnership, by offering young people and educators effective strategies for developing skills and enjoyment in reading; encouragement and guidance in creative writing; acquisition of language for specialised purposes, and creative opportunities for exploring the power of language through film-making, drama, visual art and music

5. to encourage leadership in young people (students, educators, creative practitioners and community workers) by giving them the means to discover and develop their own strengths and skills, through artistic activities and collaboration between people working in different disciplines and different sectors of the community
4. The Partnership in practice
In order to address these objects, the Hlanganani Learning Partnership will:
· plan, facilitate and organise exchange visits for learners, educators and creative practitioners, in furtherance of the aim and objects of the Partnership

· establish and maintain a register of schools, organisations and individuals and promote cooperation and collaboration in relation to the Partnership amongst learners at participating schools and organisations, in both countries
· broker and help to sustain relationships between individuals and organisations, in order to fulfil the aim and objects of the Partnership and to develop its role in the wider community

· provide and/or secure the means to facilitate communication by electronic means amongst learners and teachers at participating schools and other organisations, including the establishing of online communities or forums
· seek and secure funding to be used in the pursuit of any or all of the above activities
